This policy is intended to establish and sustain a positive environment for the youth who participate in Ukiah Lions Youth Football and Cheer (ULYFC).
The policy encompasses all players, coaches, parents and spectators of ULYFC and/or its events.
I/We the undersign hereby consent(s) and agree(s) to adhere to the ULYFC 2011 No Tolerance Policy as stated below:

1. Drinking alcoholic beverages, use of Drugs, Tobacco Products in the stands (home or away games), parking lot or at the practice field is prohibited.

2. Physical and verbal abuse is not tolerated against any player/cheerleader, coach, parent, spectator, Ukiah Lions Youth Football and Cheer board member (ULYFC), referee, and/or North Bay Youth Football and Cheer representative (NBYFC).

3. Criticizing, taunting, and arguing with game officials, coaching staff, Ukiah Lions Youth Football and Cheer board members (ULYFC), members of opposing team or North Bay Youth Football and Cheer representative (NBYFC) is prohibited.

4. Arguing with or among any volunteer, coaches, spectator, league officials, referees, Ukiah Lions Youth Football and Cheer board members (ULYFC), members of the opposing team and North Bay Youth Football and Cheer representative (NBYFC) is prohibited.
5. Understanding and adhering to all rules and regulations for North Bay Youth Football and Cheer (NBYFC) and Ukiah Lions Youth Football and Cheer (ULYFC) is required.
6. Any player/cheerleader, coach, parent, and/or spectator that is in violation of any of the above said policy will be given verbal warning by a Ukiah Lions Youth Football and Cheer (ULYFC) board member and a written incident report will be filed by the ULYFC Board.  All conflicts will be immediately addressed and/or mediated in the discretion of the ULYFC Board according to the guidelines then adopted by the ULYFC Board.  The ULYFC Board will make every effort to resolve all issues within the organization; however, if the board finds it in their discretion to involve the NBYFC, a member of the ULYFC Board will contact the NBYFC directly.  Contacting an NBYFC Official without initially contacting the ULYFC Board is prohibited and is ground for probation or expulsion from the ULYFC or NBYFC events as deemed appropriate by the ULYFC Board.
7. I/We understand that participation in any and all fundraisers that are scheduled is mandatory, we understand that the ULYFC organization operates solely on fundraising and donations. No one is exempt from fundraising, minimum is set by the Directors prior to the season. Minimum for the current season of 2011 will be $120.00 in pledges and $30.00 of BBQ Tickets. The Player/Cheerleader who is not in compliance in the fundraising will be benched until such time as to be in full compliance.
I have read and understand all the above said policy and hereby consent to said policy as a condition of participation in ULYFC and NBYFC.  I understand that if I violate the policy, I will be subject to disciplinary action including, but not limited to probation, suspension and/or expulsion from ULYFC and NBYFC events.
